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Introduction

The political and security situation in Iraqg during 2014 reflected
greatly on the trading activity in the market. While the international
trend was expanding towards trading securities in the markets, which
substantially reached 18% compared to 2013, as well as the Arab
states have witnessed considerable expansion during 2014, and
reached 65% in volume of trading for Arab financial markets, and that
was under the impact of Doha, Dubai, Egyptian market, Abu Dhabi.
But quite the opposite has occurred in Iraqgi securities market, which
the Iragi markets became the biggest loser, where trading decreased
by 68% compared to last year of 2013.

This decline can be attributed to the following reasons:

First: the trading in the year 2013 has witnessed a big increase
reached 115% compared to 2012, and that increase was for listing
Asiacell Company for Communications in the Iragi market.
Secondly”: The security and political situation in 2013, 2014
witnessed a state of political instability due to parliamentary
elections that took place during the year, as well as gangs of ISIL
occupied parts of Irag during the second half of this year.

Thirdly": The economic situation, where the falling of oil prices and
what that reflected form deflationary policies of the Iraqi government,
which had an impact on the trading volume during this year.

The trading volume increased about (18.44%) during 2014 to reach about (62.17)
trillion S, in exchange for trading volume of 2013 which reached (52.49) trillion dollars.
